THE MINISTER OF STATE GF
THE MINISTRY OF POWER (SHRI
KALP NATH RAI): (a) During the
year 1991-92, the energy reguiremcnt
in Manipur was 261.8 million units
against which the availability was
257.4 million unit which represents
a marginal shortage of 1.7 per cent.
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(b) In order to bridge the gap bet-
ween demand and  supply, various
measures are being taken which in-
clude strengthening of transmission
and distribution lines, reduction in
iransmission and distribution losses
implementation of short gestation
projects, implementation of demand
management and energy conservation
measurcs and arranging transfer of
energy from the neighbouring sys-
tems. In addition, Manipur will
also get its due share from the Cent-
ral Projects which are being set up
in the North-Eastern Region during
the 8th Plan period.
