(c) All Head Post Offices and Departmental 
Sub Post Offices in the country are required to 
provide facilities for the exchange of Interna-
tional Reply Coupons. In Delhi, however, 12 
post offices listed in Statement are exchanging 
International Reply Coupons (See  below). 
There are no reports of refusal of these 
Coupons at Lodhi Road Head Post-Office in 
Delhi. Instructions have been reiterated to 
ensure that all Departmental Post Offices in 
Delhi and elsewhere provide facility for 
exchange of International Reply Postal 
Coupons.
