SHRI ARUN JAITLEY: Madam, | am extremely grateful to the hon.
Members who have panicipated in this discussion and, in a very large
measure, supported this legistation. There are a few questions which were
raised. In brief, | respond to some of them. Shri Pranabh Mukherjee had
expressed his concern with regard to delimitation in one of the three new
States that have been created -- particularly Uttaranchal -- because, before
this Constilutional Amendment is passed and is ratified by half the States, it
may take still some time before it becomes a law. And, thereafter, the
Delimitation Act will have 10 be passed and the delimitation in Uttaranchal
would have to place. In the Uttar Pradesh Reorganisation Act, 2000, from
section 22 onwards, there is a specific provision with regard to delimitation
of constituencies both in Uttar Pradesh and Uttaranchal, In the case of
Uttaranchal -- since the number of constituencies has increased now to 70 -
- | understand, the process of delimitation has already started. The process
has already started, under the present law, as it exists today. The present
law, as it exists today, refers to the 1971 Census as the basis. W may be
likely that by the time it is completed, we may have the new Constitution
amendment in force. W we are confronted with that situation, there is a
specific provision for removal of difficulties, in the U.P. Reorganisation Act,
and appropriate measures will be taken to make sure that that process is
not disrupted and is taken to its logical conclusion, in accerdance with the
law,
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Some hon. Members wanted to know the exact number of seats
that would be increased in the case of SC/ST. This is not a new provision
that we are adding. This is a provision which is existing in the present
Constitution, under article 330 which says that the number of seats to be
reserved for the SC/STs will be in proportion to the population. And, once
the seats are fixed in accordance with the 1991 Census -- which is made
the basis here -- that is an exercise which the Delimitation Commission will
itself have to undertake; the approximate figure mentioned here is six or
seven, But the exact figure, and the States where this increase will take
place -- | have got the figures of the 1991 increase -- would be known onty
after the Delimitation Commission complstes its exercise. In some States, in
fact, there is a reduction in population. In soms States, there 1s an increase
in the population, and large part of the increase is confined to those areas
where a number of new castes have been added to the list of the SC/ST.
That is the basis for it. But the exact figure will be known only when the
Delimitation Commission undertakes that entire exercise., Some hon.
Members also raised a question 'the Bill in itself is not complete. What is
the basis on which the delimitation would be done? Who would do the
delimitation?' Madam, this House will have an opportunity to consider the
Dalirmitation Bill when it is brought before the House. All those details would
ba mentioned in the Defimitation Bill itself. A Commission would be
constituted. What is the composition of the Commission, who are the
personngl, how are the political parties of different regions going to be
involved in that process, is an exercise which will be deall by a specific
legislation which is going to be passed. A question was also raised as to
how we are linking it to the family planning programmes. Well, | had made
a brief statement with regard to this in my opening remarks, where 1 had
stated that the raticnale behind freezing the seats at the level at which they
ware fixed in 1976 was assentially this. There are a number of States which
have been able to stabilize the population growth. Now, if thosa States are
confronted with a situation that because they are achieving the population
stabilisation target, their representation in Pariament will come down, it is
ikely to become a disincentive for those States which are successfully
implementing the family planning programmes. Similarly, the States which
do not implement the family planning programmes successfully, will find that
as a result of thair failure to implement the programmes, their representation
in the Lok Sabha is going to be increased. Therefore, this rationale should
not pravail and this policy should not deter the implementation of the family
planning procgrammes. 5o, irespective of whether your population is stable,
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increasing or decreasing, the number of seats would be fixed. And the
reason why 2026 has been chosen as the target date is that this 15 the
anticipatory date the experts have fixed in the National Population Policy.

Now, whether we are able to achieve this or not will depend on
how the Central Government performs; how the State Government performs;
or, how the wvarious family planning schemes are implemented. But that is
the target date. What will happen in case we fail? This question has been
raised by atleast two Members. Mr. Nayyar has also raised the point; are
you not going a bit too far by fixing it as 2026? We are now, therelore,
effectively binding five different Houses which are, in normal course, likely to
be constiluted if elections are held every live years. Well, we are taking a
conscious decision with regard to the target date of 2026. But even if the
State achieves those targets and if both Mouses of Parliament want to
change the date, at any stage, or, for that malter, at a later stage, even if
this House wanis to reconsider the question of delimitation of
constituencies, for which we arg taking the 1991 Census as the basis, once
the 2011 figures are available or the 2021 figures are available, for those
Houses, at that time, it will always be open to reconsider those issues, bul,
at preseni, the general consensus that has emerged from the Standing
Committees is that 2026 should be fixed as the target date. Just two or
three more questions | would like to answer. 5o far as the point of rotation
principle is concerned, this issue is nol covered by this amendment.
Therefore, the Standing Committee did not go into this. question. It is not
covered by this issue. Il at alt it ever arises, it will have 10 be taken up
separately. Again, a comment was made as to why, instead of going to
the 2001 Census, we are going back to the 1991 Census. As | explained,
tast time, the process of delmitation took four years to be completed. The
Delimitation Commission was consiituted in 1972, |t finished its exercise in
1976. This time it is expected to be done much earlier, essentially,
bhecause of the availabilily of new technologies, that is, computers, etc. And
also because the exercise is likely to be smaller, the number of seats not
being increased. But it is still a formidable exercise. | have consulted the
experts and they feel, it will still take some time;the earliest date by which
the Census figures are going to be officially available is the very end of
2002. Therefore, if we start by the very end of 2002, even if it is available --
it may spil into 2004 -- the Members of Lok Sabha and the State
Assemblies would perhaps, not know till & few days before the elections as
to which constituency and what is the shape of that Constituency going to
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be. Therefore, there was a consensus that instead of going into that area
of uncertainty, it would be better, for the present, to stick to the 1991
Census figures that are available and the delimitation exercise can be
started immediately. Mr, Nayyar has raised, one point, In fact, some other
experts have also raised this question. He has even written an article to that
offect. On account of the Population Stabilisation Programme, you are now
freezing the number of seats for each State so that one Stale which
defaults does not get a comparative benefil or advantage over another
State. But he has also asked that within the State, why don't you permit
the number of seats for the Assembly to De in¢reased. This is a Question
which he had raised;in fact, in the Standing Committee also, a note was
circulated by him. | have gone through the proceedings of the Standing
Committea. When it was considered, in 1976, and even earlier, on both
occasions, the same logic had been appliad to the Lok Sabha seats as also
to the State Assembly seats. If the population of a State is increasing,
don't give it the advantage of increase in the numbear of seats, as far as the
State itself is concerned, and when this view was considersad, this was the
exact response which the Standing Committee, through its Chairman, had
1o this particular query, that the past practice has been that when we are
freezing it, we are freezing it for both, and also, additionally, we do not want
any kind of an incentive given to the State 1o increase the number of seats
merely because the State is not able to implement the Population
Stabilisation programme. Madam, | have tried to respond to a number of
points which have besn raised by the hon, members. | am extremely
grateful to them for having supported this particular legislation. | propose to
the hon. House that this Constitution (Amendmant} Bill be approved by the
House.
