It was a perfectly legitimate protest that the party had organised for what is going on in
Jharkhand. | don't think it is simply a BJP issue or a Jharkhand issue or a party issue. There is a
larger issue involved of the privilege, prestige and standing of not just a senior Member of the House
but indeed of the entire House itself. These are all, to my mind, not just disturbing but actually a
perilous indication of where, we as the Republic, are heading. | appeal to you to let us know whether
you have received, even now, any information in this regard, which is indeed an obligation on the
part of the Government of Jharkhand to provide you. | would like to know whether you have any
information about the medical report of a very senior Member of our House, whether you have
received any report about this from the Government of India. | say, 'the Government of India’,
because the State is under President's rule; there is no elected Government there.
