It is a matter of great concern that pirated movies and music are being sold openly at bus stops,
railway stations and markets in connivance with the Police and persons who are selling DVDs hands
in glove with the Underworld's mafia in running this parallel business.

The Union Government has made strict copyright laws in India, but has not set up any
Government Department to fight against piracy. It is true that piracy of Indian films is a State subject
but States are least worried about this. It is, therefore, necessary that the Union Government as well
as the State Governments should work together to. fight against illegal piracy. The film industry had
tried to control the piracy but it could not succeed because of not getting full cooperation from the
law-enforcing agencies. Sir, it is very easy to make laws, but it is very difficult to implement the same

in our country.
