Demand to take effective steps to control increasing population in the country
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Demand to give the special status to the State of Bihar

DR. C.P. THAKUR (Bihar): Sir, after separation of Jharkhand from the State of Bihar,
Bihar was not left with any minerals or other resources with which to shape its economy.
The State of Bihar abounds with land suitable for agriculture and people with intellect. But,
15 years of misrule resulted in the collapse of all infrastructure. As a result, Bihar became
the poorest State in the country. In the light of the above-mentioned circumstances, such a
big State with a huge population should not be allowed to continue in that state for long. On
the one hand there is dismal poverty in Bihar and on the other hand, havoc created by
floods in the Kosi and other Himalayan rivers has further aggravated the miseries of the
people of that state. Therefore, it is high time that the Government gave Special Category
State status to Bihar and provide special tax holiday schemes for industries. This would
attract investments from industrialists into the State, thereby helping it to rebuild its
financial capacity. It should not be regarded as a political stunt but a necessity for a big
State with a huge population and extreme poverty. Once this stimulus is provided, the State

would regain its lost glory.
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
