(ix) Providing cranes and ambulances to various State Government/NGOs under National
Highway Accident Relief Service Scheme. National Highways Authority of India also
provides ambulances at a distance of 50 Km. on each of its completed stretches of
National Highways under its Operation and maintenance contracts.

(x)  Widening and improvements of National Highways from 2 lanes to 4 lanes and 4 lanes
to 6 lanes etc.

Four-laning of NHS in Kerala
