(a) to (c) Yes, Sir. India is one of the leading cotton producing countries in the world. As per the
Food and Agriculture Organization (FAQ) estimates for 2007, India is the second largest producer of
Cotton in the world after China. The other three leading producers are United States of America,
Pakistan and Brazil. Table below presents the production of cotton and per hectare net income of
cotton producers in these countries:

SHRI SHARAD PAWAR?: Sir, there are a number of reasons why our production in cotton is less

as compared to other countries. Firstly, about 66 per cent of cotton growing area in our country is
rainfed. There is no assured water. Secondly, our cotton crop is prone to pests and diseases.
Thirdly, there is excessive use of pesticides, which has developed a resistance in insects against the
pesticides. Another important reason is the large-scale use of lint seed by the farmers because of
poor plan, which, ultimately, affects the total yield. Of course, price was also one of the important
issues which has been corrected recently, but the main reason is that a substantial area for growing
cotton in our country in rainfed. There is no assured water. That is one of the reasons why our
production in cotton is less as compared to other countries. There are a number of schemes which

THE MINISTER OF HEALTH AND FAMILY WELFARE (DR. ANBUMANI RAMDOSS): (a) and (b)
India Expert Advisory Group in its meeting held on 10-11 November, 2008, has recommended that
plans should be developed for the delivery of a supplementary dose of injectible Polio Vaccine in the
highest risk districts of western Uttar Pradesh.

(c) and (d) No proposal has been received in this regard so far.
