SHRI V. NARAYANASAMY; It is totally
wrong, it is not relevant.

SHRIMATI RENUKA CHOWDHURY;
This shows their intentions. You constitute an
enquiry commission. I demand you constitute
an enquiry committee for this.

SHRI SURESH KALMADI (Maha
rashtra): Here is a  discrimination.
They are stalling the proceedings of
the House.

THE DEPUTY CHAIRMAN; No, no,
there is no discrimination.
