OBITUARY REFERENCE

MR. CHAIRMAN-. Hon. Members, I refer
with profound sorrow to the passing away of
Shri Chakrapani Shukla, a former Membe, of
the Rajya Sabha from the State of Madhya
Pradesh.

Shri Chakrapani Shukla, who led a life of
simplicity and service, passed away on 10th
March, 1992, at the age of 76 years. A
veteran freedom, fighter, Shri Shukla,
actively participated in the country's struggle
for independence since his college days.

Born at Baloda Bazar in District Raipur of
Madhya Pradesh in April 1916, Shri Shukla
had his higher education at Ewing Christian
College, Allahabad. A cultivator by vocation,
he dedicated himself to the upliftment of
peasants and agricultural labour. He was
associated with several local bodies as
Chairman. Shri Shukla had special interest in
the spread of education and was actively
connected with several educational
organizations.

Shri  Shukla had along and active
parliamentary career starting with the
membership of the Madhya Pradesh
Legislative Assembly from 1957 to 1966, and
thereafter of this House from 1966 to 1970
and again from 1970 to 1976. During his
membership of this House he espoused the
cause of the working class and toiling masses
and took keep interest in educational matters.

We deeply mourn the passing away of Shri
Chakrapani Shukla.

I request Members to rise in their places
and observe silence as a mark
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of respect to the memory of the departed.

ORAL ANSWERS TO QUESTIONS
Composite Model Schools

*241. SHRI SHANTI TYAGI: Will the
Minister of HUMAN  RESOURCE
DEVELOPMENT be pleased to state:

(a) whether it is a fact that Delhi
Administration has decided to convert
secondary and senior secondary schools into
composite Model schools; and

(b) if so, the details in this regard?

THE MINISTER OF HUMAN RE-
SOURCE DEVELOPMENT (SHRI ARJUN
SINGH)- (a) and (b) Yes Sir. Delhi
Administration has decided to convert 550
existing secondary and senior secondary
schools into composite Model schools during
the 8th Five Year Plan. At present there are 72
composite Model schools functioning under
them in various parts of Delhi viz.; 21 in
North Distt., 14 in East Distt, 7 in Central
Distt., 13 in South Distt. and 17 in West Distt.

For the Eighth  Five Year Plan, Delhi
Administration envisages new composite
Model schools as follows:—

1993-94 100
1994-95 105
1995-96 110

1996.97 115
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SHRI RAJ MOHAN GANDHI: Mr.
Chairman, Sir, will the hon. Minister be good
enough to tell the House (a) what plans the
Government has for improving the quality of
training of teachers in these new Model
schools, and (b) what plans the Government
has of associating the parents of the children
of these schools to improve the over-all
quality of education in these schools?

SHRI ARJUN SINGH: Sir, the teachers'
training programme is a separate programme
of the Depar-ment, and there cannot be any
special orientation for the composite Model
schools as such. But the training of the
teachers under well-defined plan of action is
already under way. And I am sure that will
suffice for these schools also. So far as
involving the parents is concerned, the schools
will be evolving methodologies to involve the
parents which is a desirable thing today
everywhere. But that is not happening because
of certain constraints. But, I am sure, the
suggestion, made by the hon. Member would
be kept in view.

SHRI RAJ] MOHAN GANDHI: Sir, if 1
may just add, on the first part of my
question...
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SHRI V. NARAYANASAMY; Mr.
Chairman, Sir, the hon. Minister has stated
that about 550 existing seconds, ry and higher
secondary schools would be taken as
composite Model schools. Sir, in our country,
we find tint in rural areas....

MR. CHAIRMAN. You come to the
question. Everybody knows that...

SHRI V. NARAYANASAMY: I am
coming to the question. I would like to say
something as a prelude. Sir, in the urban
areas, a lot of private institutions are there.
And the persons are capable of giving
education to the children in private schools
also which have the expertise. Therefore, I
would like to know from the hon. Minister
when he is implementing it in the 8th Five
Year Plan, whether thrust will be given to
rural areas and such model schools will be
started in the initial stage in the rural areas
giving importance to rural areas,

MR. CHAIRMAN: He is asking whe. ther
you will give special importance to rural
areas in Delhi.

SHRI ARJUN SINGH. As a matter if even
at the moment, out of these 72 schools, 11
are in rural areas and 1 are in the resettlement
colonies and while we are trying to decide
loca-ion of other schools that will be open. d.
we shall keep hon. Member's sug-estion in
mind.
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
