Presses at Salboni, West Bengal

currency printing presses of RBI at
Salboni in Midnapore district of West
Bengal and at Mysore in Karnataka; and

(b) Reserve Bank of India is setting up
two New Note Presses, one at Salboni in
West Bengal and the other at Mysore in
Karnataka with annual capacity of about
4975 million pieces cach at a total cost of
about Rs. 1460 crores. Civil construction
work has already started. Work relating
to placement of orders for supply of
equipment is under process. The initial
lines of production of the 2 Presses are
expected to go on stream by mid-1993
while both Units are expected to be fully
commissioned by mid-1995.
