(c) whether Government propose to 
import wheat from Canada or Argentina? 

THE MINISTER OF STATE OF THE 
MINISTRY OF FOOD (SHRI TARUN 
GOGOI): (a) and (b) The Government of 
U.S.A. have regretted their inability to supply 
wheat to India, under their . Export 
Enhancement Prog-, rarnme as, .according to 
them, this programme is a trade policy tool 
intended to counter their competitors' 
subsidised exports in target markets," and 
eligibility requirements are therefore quite 
rigorous.

(c) whether there is likely to be a 
shortfall of four million tonnes in coarse 
grain production in the Kharif season; and 

(d) if so, what are the reasons for the  
shortfall? 

THE MIINTSTER OF STATE OF THE 
MINISTRY OF FOOD (SHRI TARUN 
GOGOI): (a) No wheat has so far been 
imported during 1991-92 (upto   26-3-1992). 

(b) Government is not aware of any such 
doubts having been expressed by  U.S.
