695. DR. SANJAYA SINGH: Will the 
Minister of URBAN DEVELOPMENT be 
fleased to state : 

(a) wherher it is a fact that Government 
have asked to RITES to prepare a detaiied 
sqisare-feet-by-square feet Project Report for 
putting the Mass Rapid Transit System 
(MRTS) on the rails in the Capital; 

(b) whether it is also a fact that French 
firms have shown interest in taking up the 
Project after it is finely cleared by Government 
as reported in the Hindustan Times, dated 3rd 
January, 1992, under the caption 'French Firms 
keen on Metro; 

(c) if so, what are the details in this 
regard; 

(d) what is the cost of the project at 
current prices;   and 

(e) by when the Project is likely to be 
completed? 

THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE 
MINISTRY OF URBAN DEVELOPMENT 
(SHIRI M. ARUNACHALAM): (a) to (e) Yes, 
Sir. The Delhi Administration has entrusted 
M/s. RITES with the task of preparing the 
detailed locational survey and also finalise the 
route arrangements. 

Agencies from abroad including French 
firms have been showing a keen interest in 
taking up the project. A project of this 
magnitude requires detailed analysis from the 
technical, operational and funding point of 
view. The project preparation is still at the 
preparatory stage and hence it is premature to 
take any decision on the likely date of 
completion. The cost price of the prjoect has 
been estimated to be around Rs. 5378 cr. at 
1989 price level. These prices have not been up
