(c) whether it is also a fact that 
many of such sites were already 
damaged by local people before the 
Archaeological    Department    stepped 
in;  

(d) if so, to what extent the sites 
were damaged; and 

(e) what action Government pro- 
pose to take preserve the sites of 
Archaeological importance being 
found in the country? 

THE MINISTER OF HUMAN 
RESOURCE DEVELOPMENT (SHRI 
ARJUN SINGH): (a) and (b) Yes, 
Sir. Sites of archaeological import- 
ance showing mierolithic, neolothic, 
megalithic and early historical 
association including rock shelters 
with or without paintings have been 
recently discovered in Madhya 
Pradesh. 

(c) and (d) Some Megalithic sites 
at villages Aroud, Bhawarmara and 
Lilar. District Raipur and at village 
Tengna, District Durg have been 
damaged due to quarrying and blast- 
ing for road making. 

(e) The concerned authorities have 
been requested to take immediate 
preservative measures.
