At
present, 4 stations at State Capitals and the
Union Territory of Chandigarh have both
News Editors and Senior Correspondents.
Five Stations at State Capitals have only
News Editors and one Station is having only
Senior Correspondent. Thirteen Stations in
State Capitals as indicated below do not have
senior staff:

Agartala, Ahmedabad, Aizawl, Bangalore
Bhopal, Cuttack, Imphal, Itanagar, Panaji,
Patna, Shimla, Trivandrum and Hyderabad.
