Governmen; de
not exercise any control over it. Ac-
cording to information furnished by the
Indian Council of Historical Research,
the Council, under its Grant-in-Aid
Scheme, gave the Indian History Cong-
ress grant of Rs. 80,000 each vear for
publishing the proceedings of the Cong-
ress, holding the symposium and meet-
ing incidental expenses during 1990-91
and 1991-92- Prior to 1990-91, the
amount of grant to the Congress was
Rs. 25,000 for proceedings and Rs.
10,000 for symposium per annpum. The
Upiversity Grants Commission has also
agreed, in principle, 1o contribute a
token sum of Rs. 10,000 in 1991 to
the Congress. Government has, as a
special case, provided grant of Rs- 3.00
lakhs to TH.C. to hold its 1991 Cong-
ress. According to the information fur-
nished by Indian Council of Historical
Research, the Council nejther provides
any grant for meeting expenditure on
the Secrctariat of the Congress nor has
it approved any projects of the Indian
History Conegress for the last 3 years.
