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universal elfementary education. The reasons 
why this goal has not been met — principally, 
the socio-economic constraints faced by 
parents in sending their children to school and 
the financial constraints faced by Govern-met 
in making universal provision of facilities — 
will not be alleviated by making elementary 
education a Fundamental Right.
