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Adulteration of Groundnut Oil 

*123. MISS SAROJ KHAPARDE: Will 
the Minister of AGRICULTURE be  pleased   
to state: 

(a) whether it is a fact that the incidence of 
adulteration in Groundnut Oil is on the 
increase as was reported in a news item which 
appeared in the 'Times of India' dated the 20th 
September,  1991; 

(b) if so, what are the details thereof; 

and 

(c) what steps Government propose 
to   take to  prevent   its   adulteration? 

THE MINISTER OF AGRICULTURE   
(SHRI     BALRAM      AKHAR): 

(a) and (b) NDDB had organised analysis of 
samples of double filtered aroundunt oil sold 
loose by retailers in several markets including 
Bangalore, Raj-kot, Bhavnagar and Madras 
between August to October 1991. Similar 
samples were drawn from 15 kg. tins sold at 
retail outlets in Ahmedabad, Baroda, Surat 
and Rajkot. It was found that the most 
common adulterants are castor oil and 
cottonseed oil. The highest incidence of 
adulteration was found in oil sold in loose 
form. 

(c) Department of Health, which is the 
administrative department for the 
implementation of the Prevention of Food 
Adulteration Act, has requested State 
Governments/Union Territory Ad-
ministrations to keep a strict vigil on quality 
of food stuff sold in the market, specially 
articles of mass consumption like edible  oils. 
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THE MINISTER OF HEALTH AND 
FAMILY WELFARE (SHRI M. L.

Milk Mqutmnent  of   DeM 

*128. SHRI RAM NARESH YADAV: 
Will the Minister of AGRICULTURE be 
pleased to state: 

(a) which are those agencies through 
which milk requirement for the consumers in 
Delhi is being met; and 

(b) steps which Government propose to 
take to meet the growing demand of milk in 
Delhi? 

THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE 
MINISTRY OF AGRICULTURE (SHU K. 
C. LENKA): (a) The requirement of milk in 
Delhi is met by Demi Milk Scheme, Mother 
Dairy, cooperative federations of some of the 
neighbouring States and private agencies in 
the organised and unorganised sector. 

(b) The Government is considering a 
proposal to set up another Dairy in Delhi and 
to expand the capacity of D.M.S. to augment 
the supply of milk through the organised 
sector. 

 

SHRI K. C. LENKA: Sir, the total re-
quirement of milk in Delhi is estimated at 22 
lakh to 25 lakh litres per day, Out of this, 
DMS and Mother Dairy, which are the 
agencies to supply milk in Delhi, provide 
10.5 lakh litres per day. Rest of the milk 
requirement is met by private sector
