Activities of Tamil militants in Tamil Nadu

LITE militants have taken a serious turn
especially during the second half of 1990 and

THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE
MINISTRY OF HOME AFFAIRS AND
THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE
MINISTRY OF INFORMATION AND

SAHAY): (a) The available reports indicate
that the Sri Lankan Tamil Militants engaged
themselves in a number of illegal activities in
Tamil Nadu during the period in question.

(b) The Government of Tamil Nadu has
reported that police action against the
militants has been intensified. Strictly, vigi-
lance along the coastal areas is being
maintained by deploying para military forces
along the coastal areca, which are
supplemented by mobile and foot patrolling.
The State Government is maintaining close
coordination with Navy, Coast Guard and
other Central agencies to curb the militants™*
activities in the Stale.

Socialistic measures in Public Sector
Undertakings
