Government to deal with ter-rorist menace in 
the State of Jammu and Kashmir include 
better border management, beefing-up of 
intelligence set-up and relentless pressure on 
the militants Dy the Security Forces which 
have started yielding results. Significant 
increase in the number of militants 
surrendering to the Government and a visible 
change in the mood of the people in recent 
months are discernible. 

Vigorous efforts are being made to make 
State administration more effective in 
developmental and service sectors and to 
associate local people in such efforts. 
Assistance to traditional economic activity 
has been continued. 

Government have highlighted its will-
ingness to talk to any person or group but the 
solution will have to be found within the 
frame-work of the Constitution and without 
any compromise on the integrity and 
sovereignty of the country.
