TBubsequent groupmg and regrouping
brought the tally to 20 each of PDF
ang the newly forred CDF ie.

“sident’s rule and kept the Assembly
“in suspended animation. An Adviser
has been appointéd. The Adviser did
not take into consideration the sug-
" gestions given by the Members of the
Legislative Assembly Therefore, I
would request the Home Minister to
tonstitute an advisory council till such
time that a decision ig taken on the
formation of Government or dissolu-
tion of the Assembly. The advisory
counci] should comprise MLAg for the
purpose of advising the Government
for nérinal administration of the State.
Keeping™ the Assembly in’ suspended
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ammation for a long time will not
serve any purpose. Instead, i1t will
lead to horse-trading.

Without going
into details, as » Member from the city
of Celcutts ifiself, I can gay that most
of the victimz are thoge travellers
who sre dally wage esrmers Hke
vendors who used to go to the city
