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perception and movement of ISI agents/activists. Periodic coordination meetings 
are also held with the State Governments for sharing the inputs from various' 
quarters as well as for devising strategies to counter such activities. 

The Central Government also provides financial assistance to the State 

Governments for modernization of their Police forces in order to equip them to 

deal with terrorism and other security related problems more effectively. Steps 

taken in this regard has resulted in detection/neutralization of various Pak ISI 

backed modules.
