Indians returning from the Gulf 

424. SHRI ARANGIL SREEDHARAN: 
Will the Minister of EXTERNAL AFFAIRS 
be pleased to state: 

(a) the number of Indians who have 
returned to India since the out-break of war in  
the  Gulf; 

(b) what steps Government have taken to 
provide assistance to them;

THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE 
PRIME MINISTER'S OFFICE (SHRI 
KAMAL MORARKA): (a) Over 4,440 
Indian nationals are estimated to have 
returned (till February 21, 1991) to India 
from the Gulf region since the beginning of 
the recent hostalities in the area. 

(b) Indian missions abroad have render 
ed all possible assistance in coordination 
with concerned International Organisations, 
local Governments and local Indian com 
munities, to Indians returning from the 
Gulf region. They have also been assist 
ed, inter-alia  in travelling to their home 
towns in India and the resumption of the 
education of their children. 

(c) and (d) The Government of India 
have not so far embarked on any scheme 
to rehabilitate the repatriated Indians from 
Gulf countries.
