THE MINISTER OF STATE IN
THE MINISTRY OF STEEL (INDE-
PENDENT CHARGE) (SHRI SANTOSH
MOHAN DEB): (a) Though the pro-
gress of execution of certain packages of
work in the project for modernisation
of Durgapur Steel Plant has not been
in accordance with the schedules drawn,
the overall completion schedule of March,
1993 set for the whole project is likely
to be adhered to. There has not been
any increase in the cost of the prolecl.
beyond the sanctioned costs.

(b) There have been certain slippages
in respect of certain responsibilities and
scope of work assigned to M/s. Birla
However, SAIL find
the performance for their scope of work
in the project satisfactory on the overall
basis so far.
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
