ORAL  ANSWERS     TO  QUESTIONS 
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SHRI RAM JETHMALANI; Sir, while I 
appreciate that the question cannot really be 
answered at this stage and I am quite willing 
to concede that they must have some time to 
formulate a comprehensive policy on this, I 
may, at the same time, seek only an assurance 
from the honourable Minister, I hope the 
honourable Minister had reached the report 
which was produced by the Standing Advi-
sory Committee which was presided over by 
Mr. Sharad Joshi in which there have been 
two disturbing conclusions. One conclusion is 
that the benefit of all your subsidies is being 
eaten up by the intermediaries and they never 
reach the consumer and, therefore, the 
proposal has been that you must stop 
subsidies at all levels of production and 
concentrate on the consumer. Now, this is one 
disturbing conclusion. And, Sir, the second 
conclusion which they have arrived at is that 
your support prices are invariably lower than 
the cost price and this is very unfair. I would 
like to know whether the honourable Minister 
has examined these conclusions or whether he 
will examine them and whether he will give 
an assurance that he will come out with a 
comprehensive statement on these two major 
Issues, 

SHRI BALRAM JAKHAR: Sir I will take 
into consideration what the honourable 
Member has said and I will also consult him. 

SHRI RAM JETHMALANI; Thank you 
very much. 

MR.  CHAIRMAN:  I think you are not 
asking your second supplements ry.

SHRI A. G. KULKARNI: Sir, the 
honourable Minister himself is an expert on 
agriculture and agricultural matters...

SHRI A. G. KULKARNI; These are all 
small matters of your mind . . .

SHRI A. G. KULKARNI; It is not 
important; it has got nothing to do with this 
question how . . .

G. KULKARNI; Mrs Re-nuka, 
why are you joining turn? You are a good 
woman...

Thank  you... (Interruptions)... 

SHRI A. G. KULKARNI; Sir, I want to 
know one thing from the honourable Minister, 
particularly on the question of susidies. I am 
awre that th Budget is coming and he cannot 
disclose anything now. But I am on the 
question of policy. The many studies which 
have been made in this country  the Bureau of 
Industrial Costs anPrices also has made 
studies  revealthat if is not that the fertilizer 
subsidy is given to farmers but to manu-
facturers on cost-plus basis. The result of this 
is that an inefficient unit, fertiliber unit, also 
gets the benefit and efficient fertilizer unit 
suffers. Now, take the case of the IFFCO. It is 
in the co-operative secttor. 
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t is one of the best example in Asia, save 
aside India —for its productivity. So would 
you please stop this ost plus basis? And 
coming to the rice, fertilizer factories charge 
agri-ulturists their marketing price. Now he 
Government is thinking to adopt he 
marketing channels for prices for arious 
products to the public sector  This is part (a) 
of my question.  

Then, how these fertilizers can be tilized by 
poor farmers has also been one into by 
expert committees. On hat also you have to 
emphasize. And that has to be carried 
through. 

Lastly, about the agricultural policy, Mr. 
Devi Lal thrice announced  and he went out 
without announcement, When is the 
agricultural policy which 3 really necessary 
in this country for letter land use, as you 
know better, oming? 

SHRI BALRAM JHAKAR: Sir, I lave to 
assure the hon. Member that lis suggestion 
will be taken into con-ideration. When the 
Budget comes, hen we will decide about 
that. 

About the functioning of the ferti-izer 
plants also, their use, the opti-num they are 
producing and at what :ost.' I think we have 
got certain riews to do that. 

Secondly, we have also to take into 
consideration the small and marginal 
larmers. We know they are in diffl-culty, 
and something has to be demised to get them 
the real thing which they do require. And we 
shall make sure that they get it. 

About the policy I will say later on.    That 
is under consideration. 

SHRI A. G. KULKARNI Let us not keep

SHRI BALRAM JAKHAR  I can just tell 
you that we have circulated one draft and we 
are getting the feed- 

back, and we will discuss it and bring it into 
the Cabinet, and then we shall let you know

DR. Z. A. AHMAD; Sir, I am interested in 
this question in a broader sense since the 
question of subsidies is not just an isolated 
problem and it is related to the entire question 
of increase in the prosperity or increase in the 
poverty of the agriculturist. The question 
needs a wider comprehension I submit, Sir, 
that in view of the fact that the majority of 
agriul-turistg are facing a  grave crisis—the 
the problem of poverty and unemployment is 
there, the production is falling, and the terms 
of trade are getting more and more adverse 
for the agriculturists—will the hon. Minister 
state under this question whether the 
Government are prepared to a sort of 
reviewing the entire agricultural policy 
followed hitherto? The old Agricultural 
Commission made very important 
recommendations. Those recommendations 
have not been implemented. In fact, the 
volumes are gathering dust on the shelves. 
Are the Government prepared to appoint a 
new Agricultural Commission to review the 
entire agricultural policy and the steps taken 
so far in order to help the lower sections of 
the farmers? It is essential that the entire 
question should be reviewed in toto, not in 
relation to this viewpoint or that viewpoint. 
Therefore, it is essential that a National 
Agricultural Commission should be 
established which should within six months or 
one year make its recommendations. And 
they should examine the recommendations of 
the last Agricultural Commission which had 
made very important suggestions and 
suggested important steps.   Are 

the Government prepared to go in the 
direction and appoint a Nations Agricultural 
Commission? I want t know whether an 
assurance can b given in this Session? 

SHRI BALRAM JAKHAR  Throug you, 
Sir, may I assure the hon. Mem ber that 
there has been no fall in th agricultural 
production. I think, w have had the 
highest—177 millio tonnes. 

DR. Z. A. AHMAD: In relation t 
population and per capita. 

SHRI BALRAM JAKHAR: Produc tion 
is something and population i something 
else. If you produce mor on the poulation 
front, then you have to come out all round. 
And must do something about that. Bu as far 
as agricultural production i concerned, 
agricultural production i on the rise and may 
be higher every this year also. Secondly, 
your sug gestion will be taken into considera 
tion then. 

You refer   that question to the Food 
Minister. 
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SHRI SARADA MOHANTY: I want to 
know from the Government, in view of the 
economic crisis, whether it proposes to 
reduce or abolish the financial subsidy being 
given to fertiliser 

SHRI BALRAM JAKHAR: It is under 
consideration.
