Trade Potential in the Gulf

216, KUMAR! CHANDRIKA PREMIJI
KENIA: Will the Minister of COM-
MERCF be pleased to state:

(a) what steps Government have taken
or propose lo take to tap the vast frade po-
teatial in the Gulf, particularly in the re-
construction of the war ravaged Kuawait;

(b) what are the fields in which India is
expected to participate; and

(c) what is the amount of foreign ex-
change  the country  is expected tc carn
from these steps and the period by which
thege earnings are expected to come?
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THE DEPUTY MINISTER IN THE
MINISTRY OF COMMERCE (SHRI
SALMAN KHURSHEED): (a) Govern-
ment have taken a number of sicp: to ex-
ploit the available opportunities in the
post war Gulf reconstruction, Thise steps
include:

(i) A Special Group has been set up
to evolve a »strategy for promoting pro-
ject exports in the Gulf in the post war
situation,

(ii) A Special Committeg with Inter-
Ministerial representation has  been set
up to expesdite Government clearancs
for project exports  through high level
Inter-Ministerial discussions.

(iii) Erstwhile Commerce Minister vi-
sited Kuwait to get first hand knowledge
of the war damage in Kuwait and for
talks with the concerned Kuwaiti autho-
rities. :

. (iv) Overseas Construction Council of
India delegation visited UK & USA to
cxplore possibilities of securing:sub-con-
tracts on the contracts awardd to par-
ties in these countries.

(v) A composite delegation of project
exporters are on a visit to Kuwait and
Saudi Arabia,

(b) The areas identified for participa-
tion in the reconstruction by Indian Com-
panies include oil wells and refineries, ci-
vil construction, powerlines and allied
areas and export of commodity items.

(¢) It is not possibie to estimule the fo-
reign exchange earnings of India from the
reconstruction work at this stage, as only a
broad assessment of damage in kuwalt hai
been made.
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
