Government attaches the  highest
priority to containing inflation and
would adopt necessary measures
towards this end, Efforts would also
be made to restrain growth in money
supply, effect economy in Govern-
ment expenditure, encourage small

savings, ensure better supply and
demand management of “sensitive
commodities”, striet action against

hoarders and profiteers and provision
of incentives for higher production in
the medium term. A Cabinet Com-~
mittee on Prices has been set up on
13.7 1991 under the Chairmanship of
the Finance Minister to monitor the
prices of essential commodities and
to ensure their supply. These mea-
sures are expected to have desirable
effect on rising trends of prices.

(b) The Public Distribution Sys-
tem is being re-designed to cater
particularly to the weaker sectiona
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of the society to ensure that they
are not affected adversely by the
ruling market prices. The Central
Government has been advising the
State/UT Governments, among other
things, to use mobile vans in the
areas which are unserved or under-
served, to increase the commodity
coverage, tp evolve ap effective co-
ordination system among various
agencies engaged in PDS and to
organise sale of PDS items in Haats
in tribal areas,
