(@) what is the number of persons detected
travelling without tickets and the amount of
money realised as fine from them on Indian
Railways during the last six months; and

THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE
MINISTRY OF RAILWAYS (SHRI
MALLIKARJUN): (a) 16.41 lakh persons were
detected travelling without ticket or with
improper ticket during the period from
December 1990 to May 1991 and an amount of
Rs. 12.98 crores was realised from them as fare
and penalty. In addition, an amount of Rs. 37.26
lakh was recovered as judicial fine.

(b) In order to curb ticketless travel, surprise
checks including magisterial checks are
conducted in association with Government
Railway Police|Railway Protection Force. The
hazards and consequences of ticketless
travelling are highlighted by display of
posters|notices at Railway stations, through
information published in Railway time-tables
and advertisements in Newspapers by display of
short films in cinema halls and on television and
by making frequent announcements on public
address system at important stations.
