(e) With a view to wean away passengers 
who presently use personalised vehicles to 
public transport, a scheme of 'Special State 
Carriage Permits' to be given to private 
operators at a fare structure higher than that of 
DTC, with more comforts has been 
recommended to Delhi Administration by the 
Government. 

Delhi Administration had engaged M/s. 
RITES to take up a techno-economic fea-
sibility study for the introduction of Mass 
Rapid Transport System for Delhi. The report 
was submitted to Delhi Administration. The 
Government of India in consultation with the 
Delhi Administration have constituted a 
Steering Committee to take preparatory 
action. 

Delhi Administration have also been 
advised to grant additional stage carriage 
permits to private operators.
