total disarray and that abrupt schedule 
changes und last minute flight cancellations 
have become the order of the day; and 

(c) if so, what steps have been taken to 
improve  the services? 

THE MINISTER OF STATE OF

DHAWAN); (a) Yes, Sir. 

(b) and (c) Vayudoot is saddled 
with aged and uneconomical aircraft, 
short haul routes, and unremunera- 
tlve fare structure. These have ren 
dered Vayudoot's operations inherent-ly 
unviable. Vayudoot had also over 
stretched its operations leading 
to erratle and unreliable ser 
vices and increasing losses. In 
order to cope with the situation, the 
airlines rationalising its network and 
eliminating unnecessary expendi 
tures. A new schedule has been an 
nounced with effect from 1 November, 
1990 reducing the number of stations 
in the network to about 55. This will 
help enhancing the reliability of the 
services and minimising the magnitude 
of the losses.
