SINGH). - (a) and (b) Social Forestry on 
Government and Community    land is  a    
permissible 

activity under the Jawahar Rozgar Yojana 
(JRY). Planting of all types of fruits, fodder 
and fuel trees can be taken Up under the 
programme. The guidelines presrcibe that 
quick growing fuel, fodder and small timber 
trees alongwith the fruit trees of local variety 
should be given preference over the exotic 
species. 

The guidelines of the JRY also have a 
provision; or farm forestry under which the 
orchards can be developed on the private 
lands belonging to the folowingh categories 
of identified rural poor whose names figure 
in the Integrated Rural Development 
Programma (IRDP) Survey register: 

(i) Scheduled  Castes and    Scheduled 
Tribes; (ii) Freed bonded labourers; and 

(iii) All allottees of land i. e. ceiling 
surplus land/bhoodan/Was-
teland/Government lands provided their 
land holdings, do not exceed to those of 
small farmers, and on land f. or which tree 
patta have been granted.
