recent study of PHD Chambers, it has been 
mentioned that "we account for over 28 per 
cent of the area under rice cultivation in the 
World and about 19 per cent of the World  
rice  production". 

India accounts for about 28.7 per cent 
paddy area and 21.8 per cent of 

^ production in the world. Though the rice 
productivity in the country is lower than the    
global average it is 

' higher than in some of the neighbouring 
countries. 

Yields of rice are influenced by agro-
climatic paramsters. extent of irrigation and 
socio-economic factors. For increasing the 
productivity of rice in the country an 
Integrated Programme For Rice 
Development is being implemented in all 
major rice growing States. 

Cancellation of long: distance    trains

SHAH): (a) The preliminary repoit on the 
floods in the Ganjam District of Orissa was 
received  by Government of India on 7th 
November, 1990. Details of damage as 
reported by the State Government due to this 
calamity in this report are as under:— 

 
(a) Hundreds of villages submerged in 

Ganjam District. 

(b) Large number of roads and high 
level bridges washed away causing serious 
disruption of Road Communication. 

(c) Two Buses washed away on 
Didpahandi-Taptapani State high way. All 
passengers excepting one lady rescued. 

(d) 3 Towers of 220 K.V. line of 
Bhanjangar Theruvalli line washed   away. 

(e)   flood  water  overtopped     Railway 
lines. 

(f) 11 Blocks of Ganjam district severely 
affected.
