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rative sector which comes under the
State Government and help them to
make their industry viable because
they have to compete with private
spinning mills with less profit because
of production and supply of hank
varn to the handloom sector at a
reasonable price. Sir, the only solu-
tion to bring down the price of hank
yarn and help the handloom sector
and also to  supply the same hank
yarn to handloom sector is to start
more cooperative sector units in all
the States. We have done well in
Tamil Nadu in co-operative spinning
mills sector. We will start more co-
operative spinning mills. We have
helped about five lakh handlooms
with. those  co-operative spinning
mills. More co-operative spinning
mills must be started with the Gov-
ernment of India’s financial assis-
tance.

Another aspect is about reserva-
tion policy. We 2all support the re-
servation policy of the Government
of India to help handloom sector.
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But the difficulty is -that the organised
sector will oppose. They will go to
court. They have already gone to
court and becouse of litigation it will
be g failing proposition. The only
way is that you use the power that
vou have got to pull up the organised
sector and have a dialogue with them
and find out some solutions so that
this reservation policy which is han-
ging in fire for the past many years
after independence to help the hand-
loom sector, will be a fruitful one in
this country. Thank you.

DISCUSSION ON THE WORKING
OF THE MINISTRY OF TEXTILES
—CONTD.

SHRI CHIMANBHAI MEHTA (Gu-
jarat): Sir, I thank you for giving me
this = opportunity to speak. I would
like to draw your kind attention and,
through you, of the Minister that-the
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(Shri Chimanbhai Mehta]

dquestion of sickness in the organised
textile industry is assuming serious
proportions. There are 105 mills
which are closed and the employment
which was around 12 lakhs has come
down to 11 lakhs and 1,70,000 workers
are still unemployed. Now, with such
a giagantic proportion of the crisis
what has the Ministry been able to
de? Since 1985 there has been a new
textile policy and there have been
rehabilitation schemes. But I am sor-
ry to point out that although for mo-
dernisation that also includes that you
will have to pay for retrenchment
ang for lying off the worker Rs. 635
crores were disbursed, the unemploy-
ed textile workers got only Rs. 35
crores. And out of the 1,70,000 wor-
kers only 20,000 workers have got the
benefit of the rehabilitation package.
Therfeore, in his reply let the Minis-
ter tell us how he is going to meet
with this problem. We all believe
that modernisation should take place.
But I was surprised when I went
through the report of the Ministry
that composite mills could not stand
the competition of the unorganised
sector, that is, the powerloom sector.
It was put that way that market for-
ces were operating and cost benefits
were being considered. Does it mean
that the workers who are there should
beeome unemployed?

Secondly, the workers in the po-
werloom sector complaip that they get
only 1/3 of the wages when compa-
red to the wages in the organised sec-
tor. The workers in this sector also
put in 8 hours of labour and yet they
get only 1/3 of the wage of the or-
ganised sector. There are cases
where the composite mill owners
themselves set up small sets of power-
looms and pay 1/3rd wages to these
wottkers as compared to the workers
in the organised sector. This is how
they encourage rivalry and, ultima-
tely, in the process the composite
mills are turned sick so much so that
the Government is compelled to al-
low them to eontinue with their spin-
ning department and close down the
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weaving department. The Govern-
ment should take serious note of
these things instead of saying that
the market forces are in play. The
Government should not confuse it
with market forces. This industry
employs more than 15 million of
people. It is a labour-intensive in-
dustry and therefore the Govern-
ment should be more serious. Today
the Government is talking in terms
of delinking the weaving units from
the spinning units. But, before the
Government goes ahead with this, it
should appreciate that the number ot
units that have been closed down is
more in the composite sector than in
the spinning sector. This industry
has a great amount of potential. It
is the single largest exporting unit in
this country. Exports from this in-
dustry were to the tune of more than
Rs. 8,000 crores or more in the YyeaF
1991. 1f the Government can work
out a favourable agreement in the
Uruguay Round of negotiations, T am
sure, exports can further be explan-
ded to our advantage. Now, coming
to jute, the report has made contra-
dictory statements. It says that the
cultivation of Jute has expanded, s0
also has its production and exports.
Buf, at the same time, the reported
talks of importing certain amount of
Jute under the Advance Licensing
System. What I do not understand
is that, when we are facing a shor-
tage and are forced to go in for im-
ports, how it is that we are expor-
ting We can go for alternate sche-
me. I am not for this lobby or that
lobby, ie., the jute lobby or the plas-
tic lobby. There are lobhyists every-
where and that is another matter.
The cement industry finds that when
cement is stored in jute bags, they
lose 3 to 4 kilos of cement which is a
national wastage. Cement can also
be stored in plastic bags and the
Government should make a detailed
study in this regard. The jute indus-
try needs to be modernised. This
industry has machinery which is
more than 150 years old. The me-
chinery is obsolete and the Govern-
ment should do something to moder-
nise this machinery.
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SHRI PRAGADA KOTAIAH: They
want bags of man made fibres for
packing cement, fertilizers and also
sugar,

SHRI CHIMANBHAI MEHTA: I
an referring to cement and fertilizers
ouly.

SHRI PRAGADA KOTAIAH: When
these 1tems are packed in the man-
made fibre bags, they are converiing
into globuies ieasing  their character
causing loss to consumcrs. So, it is
not correct to say that because these
are packed in man-made fibre Dags,
they are not losing.

SHRI CHIMANBHAI MEHTA: All
right. I am enlightened. 1 am just
asiking them to examine my sugges-
tion. I am not for or against this.

I come from a textile mill area. In
1979-80, the area under cotton was
81 lakh hectares and that has come
down by 5 lakh hectares now while
production has gone up because per-
hectare production whiich was 169
tonnes in 1980 has gone up to 279
It is a remarkable achievement of
our farmers and growers. They want
to export their cotton and yarn.
But the organized mill industry,
wlich is more powerful, would like
cotton and yarn io be kept here sc¢
that the prices remain low. If they
are exportcd—the farmers export them
through co.operatives only .anq not
through private dealers—the farmers
will pget more money. Cetton was
used to the entent ¢f 72 per cent
in 1980 and it has now gone down to
60 per cent Blended and on-cotton
material also has rot a lot of polen.-
tial. Now, advanced countries are
using more and smore cotton.  But
here the organized mill  industry
which is more powerful and  which
has got an effective voice in the
newspapers, is creating more prob-
lemgs for them. T would like to know
whether the rehabilitation scheme
for the workers whick yon have in-
treduced !'s covering all. This scheme
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covers cnly about twenty thousand

WOrkers out of one lakh

and seventy  thousand workers.

So, what about the rest of

the workers? I am not mentioning the
jute workers. You should also find
out whether jute can be exported so
that jute growers can get some bene-
fit.  The workers’ problems is there
and you have to go into if. Your
Ministry 3s a romposite Ministry
locking after several things.

You should also go into the ques-
tion of high taxation on the iextile
indusiry which is also a problem.
Sometirnes this also leads to stagna-
tion. I know that il is not the func-
tien of your Ministiry, but that of ihe
Finance Ministry. That Ministry has
to look inlo this guestion. They fixed
a higher taxation and earlier be-
cause of this there was smuggling
on account of the difference in the
domestic and international prices. Now
it is not possible to smuggle in a big
way. So, you kindly consider all these
aspects.
