SHRI JOHN. F. FERNANDES: Mr.
Chairman, Sir, like Gujarat, the
coast of Goa is also infested with the
menace of smuggling. Since 1980
there were four cases of seizure of
silver of the total = value of Rs.
9 crores. Last year the hon. Finance
Minister stated that they would con-
template disposing of this silver. May
I know from the hon. Minister how
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much impounded silver they are hav-
ing with the Customs and whether
they think that the silver stock is
warth selling to augment the balance
of ‘payments?

SHRI RAMESHWAR THAKUR:
Sir, I have got the figures of seizures
that took place from time to time in
different States all over Iridia. We
have got sufficient quantity of silver
accumulated over the years.

AN HON. MEMBER: What is the
guantum?

SHRI RAMESHWAR THAKUR: In
1948 we had a quantity of...I am just
giving you, just a minute.

SHRI JOHN F. FERNANDES:
Kilos. ’

MR. CHAIRMAN: Don’t try to
confuse him.’

SHRI RAMESHWAR THAKUR:
In 1948 we had 1,00,085 tonnes.

MR. CHAIRMAN: Tonnes, bhai.
You are talking kilos.

SHRI RAMESHWAR THAKUR:
The stock came down. In 1990 it
was 1,21,000 tonnes. We have certain
policies under which the import was
banned, and it was not being import-
ed even when the export was open
during the period 1974—79 on a very
selective basis. At the moment, the
transaction is primarily for Indian
industrieg to meet their requirements.
But jn view of the stock, the Governh-
ment is -considering the best method
through which we can supply mare
silver for our own local requirements.
Because the international price is
very low, we are not exporting. The
internationa] price is virtually half.
The average is Rs. 3,500, (Interrup-
tions) .

SHRI JOHN. F. FERNANDES:
Does the Minister contemplate to
pledge or sell the silver impounded
by the Customs?

SHR] RAMESHWAR THAKUR:
We are depleting silver stock. Qut of
the stock we are meeting the require-
ments of the country’s industry and
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other requirements.

Appoiniment of Honorary Teachers
in Kendriya Vidyalayas

THE MINISTER OF STATE IN
THE MINISTRIES OF PARLIAMEN-
TARY AFFAIRS AND MINISTER OF
STATE IN THE MINISTRY OF
LAW, JUSTICE AND COMPANY
AFFAIRS (SHRI RANGARAJAN
KUMARAMANGALAM): (a) to (c)
Therc are no rules regarding appoint-
ment of teachers on honorary basis
in Kendriya Vidyalayas, However, the
Vidyalaya Management Committee,
Kendriys Vidyalaya, Moscow, appoin-
ted an ad-hoc teachers Ilocally on
honorary basis in History only as
there wag only one student in that
subject. No purpose would have
been served by deputing a regular
teacher from India only for one stu-
dent.

SHRI MOHD. KHALEELUR RAH-
MAN: Sir, my first supplementary is
whether there is any provision for
appointment of honorary teachers in
the Kendriyva Vidyalayas located
within India and outside India. As
you know, Sir, ad hoc appointment of
PG teachers is madg only when regu-
lar appeintee is not available. But
under what circumstances the hono-
rary post-graduate teachers were
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appointed in Kendriya Vidyalaya in
Moscow? As I understand a lady
teacher was appointed just because
she was related to an official of the
Indian Embassy. May I know from
the Minister whether such an appoint-
ment was in order, and to which offi-
cial in the Embassy she was related?

SHRI RANGARAJAN KUMARA-
MANGALAM: Mr. Chairman, Sir,
in this particular case the original
selection of the PG Teacher (His-
tory) for the Kendriya Vidyalaya,
Moscow, was finalised in  August,
1987. After consultnig the Indian
Embassy in Moscow, the selected
candidate whose name is Shri H. L.
Sonar who is also incidentally the
General Secretary of the All India
Kendriya Vidyalaya Teachers Asso-
ciation wag sent the posting orderson
7-10-1988. He kept asking for repe-
ated extension of timt to proceed to
Moscow till Mlarch, 1989. When he
finally agreed to proceed to Moscow,
the Chairman, Vidyalaya Committee
Management, was accordingly contac-
ted to arrange accommodation in
Moscow. Maenwhile, there was one
student who had offered to study
History and, therefore, local arrange-
ment was made on an honorary basis
in order that at least some teaching
facilities are made available to him.
The person who was asked to do the
honorary work is one Smt. Sipali
Kulshetra, wife of the Second Sec-
retary in the Embassy. And she was
not paid any remuneration; nor did
she make any demand for payment.
This was a stand-by because the
teacher selected did not offer himself
to go immediately. He pulled the
matter for almost a wyear.

SHRI MOHD. KHALEELUR RAH-
MAN: My second supplementary is
this. would like to know from the
hon. Minister whether honorary tea-
chers have been appointed in any
Kendriya Vidyalaya on the analogy
of Moscow where vacancieg exist or
Moscow has been made a very ex-
Ceptional Vidyalaya which does not
recognise any rules of the Sangathan.
