by Army personnel. There is also a C.S.D.
Depot at Delhi Cantt, which caters fo the
requirements of the Unit Run Canteens
(URCs) located at Delhi. This Depot is
adequately stocked and there has been no
complaint regarding the quality of goods
supplied by it to the URCs under its
jurisdiction.

(b) to (e) The Canteen Stores Department
(CSD) makes bulk purchases of consumer
goods from manu-facturers/whole-salers and
sells them to URCs of the Armed Forces. The
CSD has 33 Depots all over the country,
including the Base Depot at Bombay. There is
no excessive centralised control from
Bombay over the working of CSD Depots.
Depot Managers are delegated adequate
powers for their effective functioning and are
allowed to place local purchase orders for
edible oils, tea, cigarettes and match boxes
locally, on the authorised dealers of the
suppliers, co-located with the Depots, to
ensure regularity and adequacy of supply to
the URCs. The Depots also paly a major role
in compiling indents received from the URCs,
based on which the CSD Head Office places
bulk purchase orders, to ensure that con-
sumer/customer  satisfaction  level is
maintained and denials are kept to the
minimum. The following additional steps
have been taken to further modernise the
CSD:

(i) Phased computerisation of the
Department,

(i)  Streamlining of provisioning/
procurement system and procedures to
make them more responsive to consumer
needs.

(iii)) Engagement of professional
Consultants, from time to time, on specific
areas.

(iv) Periodic training of Depot
Managers/other  officers on  new
management techniques.
