A survey has peen made on the Rat-
nagiri-Kolhapur-Miraj BG line and
the Maharashiry Government submit-
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ted a memorandum to the Govern-
ment during the Fourth Plan period
on 3rd April, 1965 wherein the pro-
posal of conversion of Miraj-Pandhar-
pur- Kurduwadi- Barshi-Latur from
narrow Gauge to Broad Gauge was
inter alia included and there should
be need to survey the line Latur to
Nizamebad. Andhra Government was
successful in getting the Nizamabad-
Ramagundam surveyed and it is un-
der the consideration of the Railway
Ministry, Lastly, Ramagundam to
Kiranda] line has not yet been sur-
veyed.
