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Demolition     of    Jhuggis     by    DDA  in 
North De'hi

(Andhra Pradesh): Madam, I want to draw the 
attention of the Government to the fact that 
the Delhi Development Authority on 12th 
May demolished over 1000 jhuggis in sector 
14 of Prashant Vihar near Rohini in North 
Delhi amidst tight security. The DDA officials 
with their bulldozers and accompanied by a 
posse of policemen descended upon the posh 
residential area at 10 a. m. The DDA officials 
gave a warning to the dwellers, to remove 
their belongings and then started demolishing 
the structures. 

As you are aware, Madam, these jhuggis 
dwellers, a sizeable population, are con-
tributing to the development of Delhi. They 
do nc have electricity, any potable water 
supply. They are living a miserable life. There 
are no telephone booths to make use of. When 
there was a fire in jhuggis they were not able 
to even ring up because the telephone booths 
are Situated at 3-4 kilometres away. And they 
were not able to get the services of the ifire 
brigade. This is the deplorable condition. 
Under these conditions, the DDA authorities;, 
without offering an alternative site to them, go 
and bulldoze these jhuggis. This reminds us of 
the days of emergency excesses. I request the 
Government, and especially the hon. Minister 
for Urban Development, to take this matttr 
very seriously. Nobody should interfere  with 
the lives of these    people. 

Instead of giving them more amenities, this 
kind of bulldozing without giving them an 
alternative site is reprehensible and the 
Government is requested to take necessary 
action in the matter. 
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
