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CHIMANBHAI MEHTA): The Cen-
tral Government had launched the
Scheme of Operatiop, Blackboard in
1987-88 with a view to providing all
529392 primary schools existing as on
30th September, 1986 with minimum
essential  facilities comprising (1)
an additional teacher in single teacher
schools; (ii) two reasonably large
all weather rooms, with a deep
verandah, along with separate toilet
facilities for boys and girls; (iii)
nssential teaching learning material
including blackboards, maps, charts,
small library, toys and games and
some equipment for work experience.
Central assistance is provided for
Teacher’s Salary and Teaching Learn_
ing Equipment. The State Govern-
ments/UT  Administratio, are res-
ponsible for construction of school
buildings.

From  1987-88 to 1989.90, 305569
schools have been covereq under the
nrogramme  for which Rs. 373.32 cro-
res has been sanctioned for appoint-
ment of 78492 additional teacherg in
sinele teacher schools anq fop procure.
ment of the essential equipment 57782
school buildings have been taken up
for construction.
