Madam, I wovld also like to state
that yesterday feverish activity took
place in Delhi and, as is reported in
the press, Mr. Devi Lal went to met
Mr. Ajit Singh and  Mr, Sharad Yadav
to cover up the entire case, That is
patt of the cover-up. What is most
Surprising. . . .

SHRIMATI RENUKA CHOW-
DHURY : How can he make wild
allegations like that ? He is the Deputy
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Prime Minister and he goes and meets
two Cabinet Ministes. He did not ask
for your advice or infrom you that he
was going for this. This is casting
aspersions. You can say whatever you
want to. But you cannot accuse. You
are not doing justice then, You are
making an acusation. Then you sub-
stantiate. Let Mr. Kalmadi say how
he knows that Mr. Devi Lal went for
this. (Interrruptions)

SHRI M. M. JACOB : When Mr.
Kalmadi is seaking, you cannot dictate
what he should speak.

SHRI SURESH KALMADI : T agree
with my good friend, Shrimati Renuka,
that he might have gone to discuss about
many otner topics with Mr. Ajit Singh
and Mr. Sharad Yadav. But I would
be surprised if, when such & gruesome
murder has taken place in  Maham,
Mr. Devi Lal has gone there to discuss
all the other things except Meham,
I am really surprised about it. 1 am
just feeling whether in the normal cir-
cumstances he would be discussing
anything else except that. Would he
have gone there to cool down Mr. Ajit
Singh and Mr. Sharad Yadav, not to
make any statement today or not to go
to Meham today ? Is it not the case ?
(Interruptions)

Madam, finally, I am very very sur-
prised at the stony silence of the hon.
Prime Minister on this issue. He is
yet 10 speack about what hapbened in
Meham 1ast time, at thte time of the last
clection, and again this time. I hope
that when he comes back from his
U.P. trip today, he will go to Meham
tomorrow and make a first -hand study
and accept the demand made by all
sections of the House that this Govera~
ment should be immediately dismissed
so that a free and fair enquiry can be
conducted.

I endorse the view of the previous
speakers who spoke from thesc Benches
that there should be a parliamentary
delegation to go and make an on-the-spot
study. There should be free ftnd fair
elections. The Assembly clections are
coming. I endorse the point made by
Mr. Fotedar that the Government must
be changed. Madam, we should take
this very seriously. A statement should
be made by the Government today on
what exactly is happening there and
whether they intend to dismiss the
Choutala Government today itself.

SHRI SUBRAMANIAN SWAMY
(UTTAR PRADESH) : Madam Chair-
man, almost all the speakers agree that
today is a day of shame, But it is really
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a day of greater shame for the Govern-
ment of the day because it is the job of
the Government to protect the citizens
in all circumstances to the hest extent
possible.

Tt is also a matter of shame for the
Government today. They lost for the
second time @ vote in  Parliament
The first time they lost it in the other
House, and today they have lost the vote
here. I wonder whether the
Parliamentary Affairs Minister owes
some cxplanation on how the Natjonal
Front Government is taking Parliament
in such a casual manner when they know
that such an imvortant issue has already
been pyblicised and that there would be
a furore in the House, but the Members
are not present in sufficient strength,
1 am only telling you. This is after all
Parliament. I am not telling you what
you should do with your Parliamentary,
Affarirs Minister. But this is something
you must think about,

Madam Deputy Chairman, I also
share with some Members that I do not
know who is responsible for this murder.
I am not in a position to say whether
it was done by Mr. Chautzla or any-
body else.

PROF. SOURENDRA BHATTA-
CHARJEE (West Bengal) : Not cven
you ?

SHRI SUBRAMANIAN SWAMY ¢
T am not sure. I sometimes know what
is happening in Bengal.

But I would say that if a Governmsnt
cannot prevent such an incident, that the
body of a candidate in an election is
thrown on the street, riddled with ballets
then, such a Government does not
deserve to exist, and it should be dis-
missed. Even if Mr. Choutala is not
responsible for this murder, even if the
Janata Dal is not behind this conspiracy,
cven then, I would say that the mere
fact that a cancdidate in an clection has
been found dead in this manner shows
that the Government has ceased to func-
tion and ¢annot discharge its constitutional
responsibility.

SHRIMATI RANUKA CHOW-

The Prime Minister with
all moral fervour and with occasional
glances at the gallery said that the
Indra Today cassette is being referred
for immediate action.

1 personally feel a time has come when
this Parliament and, particulalry, this
House must assert itself constitutionally
and according to the Constitution, Therc
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[Shri Baaskar  Annaji  Masodkar]
is a f.eling—and this t:cling was sharcd
not only by the Opposition, but aiso by
the parties who are supporting the Go-
vernment—that thls Government can
overlook violence, this Government can
support violence and it becomes lame
duack when violence comes to the surface:
Th~ way this Government had dragged its
feet on the issue of Cahutala and violence
in Meham, when the first violence came
to notice, is fresh in th= minds of the pso-
ple. Now comes the murder pf a campai-
gning candidate. It is irresistible for me to
submit that this Government is not 1n=
terested in peace, but is carrying on,
what you call, small petly politics in a
State like Haryana. My submission lo
this House is that we should invoke
Article 355 of the Constitution. _My
submission is that that Article gives
power to the Union.
