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THE MINISTER OF STATE IN

article op “Vulnerability of Indian
coastal region to damage from sea
level rise” by Scientists of National
Institute of Oceanography, Goa pub-
lished in the Journal ‘Current Science’
in February, 1990 has been taken
note of.

(b) The research article identifies
Lakshadweep archipelago as the most
vulnerable region to inundation from
sea level rise. It is also pointed out
that there is uncertainty about the
future projections and on the osti-
mates of global sea level for the year
2050 which vary {rom 238 cm. to 106.7
cms; for the year 2100 from 56.2 cms
to 345.9 cms.

(c) It should be stated that long
term, stable and accurate data are
lacking and suitable models for pre-
dietions are not available. The imme-
diate response should be mainly in the
form of further research to improve
our understanding on the likelihood
of and consequences of such a range
in sea level rise in the vicinity of
India; this would include modernisa-
tion of tide gauges employed fo
measures, sea level. In planning the
development of the low lying Coastal
Zone, such as Lakshadweep, it has 1o
be ensureq that ng large outlays and
ponulation growth takes place or are
minimized in areas likely to be affect-
ed by such sea level rise.
