Will the Minister of COMMERCE be 
pleased to state: 

(a) whether any trade agreement has 
been signed between India and China 
recently; and 

(b) if so, what are the details in this 
regard? 

THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE 
MINISTRY OF COMMERCE (SHRI 
ARANGIL SREEDHARAN): (a) No, 
sir. However, on the conclusion of the 
first meeting of the Ministerial India-
China Joint Group on Economic 
Cooperation and Trade, Science & 
Technology on 20th Sept., 1989, a Trade 
Protocol was signed. 

(b) The Protocol lists items of export 
interest to both the countries. Iron ore, 
chrome ore, chemicals, engineering 
products figure as items of export interest 
to India. Raw silk, pulses, pig iron are 
among items of export interest to China.
