As
per extant orders, Short Service Cominis-
sioned Officers of Technical Branch in
the Army are not eligible for the grant
of technical pay. The  objective of
technical pay for technically qualified
Regular Commissioned Officers is to pro-
vide incentive for acquiring higher quali-
fications, which would be of use to the
Service as such officers will serve till
their  retirement. When the Short
Service Commissioned Officers are grant-
ed Permanent Commission, they become
eligible for grant of technical pay.
