A number of pub-
licity measures have also been intro-
duced in this regard. In view of the
incomplete coverage of births and
deaths registration, a scheme called
Sample Registration System has been
‘mitiated by the Office of the Registrar
General, India which provides relia-
ble estimates of births and deaths at
national and sub-national levels.
