The production of vaaaspa'i is about 20 per 
cent of the total edible oils supply in the 
country during ths year 1989-90. 

(b) The rationale of offering excise duty 
relief to vanaspati  indsustryis to give en-
couragement to the production of minor/ non-
conventional oils as also to provide benefit to 
the consumers. The manufacturers of non-
conventional oils also get the benefit by way 
of better price of their produce. 

(c) No, Sir. According to the study 
conducted by National Council of Applied 
Economic Research, the house-hold 
consumption of vanaspati formed nearly 61 
per cent of the despatches in the year 1982-
83.

Growers' Cooperative Project (OGCP) and its 
market intervention operations, facilities are 
being created for storage of edible oils and 
oilseed3 at important market centres and 
producing zones. Edible oil and oilseeds 
storage facilities have been created by the 
Oilseeds Growers' Unions and Federations at 
major producing  zones  in   all  the  seven 
States 

under NDDB's OGCP. Work is in progress in 
Delhi and Kandia where NDDB is building 
edible oil tank farms to meet the requirement 
of storing edible oil.
