Both sides commit-
ted themselves to ushering in a new
era of bilateral cooperation, especially
in the fields of industrial and human
resources development, for harnessing
of the waters of common rivers for
the benefit of the two peoples ond for
the protection and management of
the environment. The security con-
cerns of both sides were also duly ad-
dressed in the Joint Communique.
Both sides reaffirmed their desir. not
only to normalise Indo-Nepal rela-
tions, but to impart to them new di-
mensions and dynamism.
