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Apart from the above nuclear power
plants in commercial operation,  the
first unit of Narora Atomic Power Sta-
tion in Uttar Pradesh is presently in
the stage of test power operation upto
50% full reactor power and expected
to commence commercial operation
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to Questions 36

during the current year.

During the entire seventh five year plan period, excluding RAPS - 1
whose power level has been restricted to 50% of full reactor power, the other nuclear
power stations TAPS—1 &2, RAPS- 2and MAPS— 1 & 2 together achieved an overall
capacity factor of 579 which is about 6% less than the normative capacity factor of

62.8%.

Cost of generation from these sta-
tions are generally comparable to that
of thermal power stations while cost
of generation from hydel power sta-
tions ig mostly lower compared to
nuclear and thermal power stations.
During 1987-88 the pooled cost of
energy generation of thermal & hydel
stations was 56,63 and 11.71 paise/Kwh
respectively.
