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facts contained in the mews item
have been brought to the notice
of the State Governments of Andhra
Pradesh and Maharashtra. The Inter-
State Migrant Workmen (Regulation
of Bmployment and Conditions of
Service) Act, 1979 provides for
meeting of certain basic needs such
as housing, drinking water, latrines,
urinals, washing facilities, protective
clothing, creches and canteens, etc,
by the employer, basides ensuring
payment of minimum wages, travel-
ling allowance, etc. Apart from
urging better implementation of exist-
ing labour laws, the Government is
seriously considering certain propo-
sals to provide statutory guaraniee
of work of some kind of all citizens.
