The growth  rate of the
Indian economy fos the last year
of the Seventh Five Year Plan, i.e.

It is, however, anticipated to be in
the range of 4 to 4.5 percent as par
the Economic Survey,  1989-90.
Targetted growth rate for the
Seventh Plan, on an average, was
5 per cent per annum. The fall in
growth rate, if so realised, has to
be seel in the context of a very
high growth rate of 10.4 per cent in
the previous year.
