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report is correct, and if so, how
the Government of India is respond-
ing to it.

SHRI I. K. GUJRAL : So far
as our information goes, the United
States of America has advised Pakis-
tan not to try to internationalise the
issue.

PROF. CHANDRESH P. THA-
KUR : Mr. Chairman Sir, what is
happening between India and Pakis-
tan has a lot of link historically with
what the United States of America
has been doing in relation to Pakis-
tan, whether it is with regard to
the defence aid that they are getting,
whether it is with regard to their
attitude towards Kashmir or whether
it is with regard to the United
Nations attitude towards Pakistan’s
stand in international fora. So far
as Kashmir issue is concefned, they
‘have been deeply involved. Is there
-some evidence that whatever we
have been doing either bilaterally
with the United States or at the
international forum, the Govern-
ment of India is making some pro-
gress and was there some progress
evident in the Gates mission when
that gentleman came and met the
Prime Minister and the Foreign
Minister ? If so, what are the
concrete results ?

SHRI 1. K. GUJRAL : Sir, I
do not like to make tall claims.
That is not my way of thinking in
our projection. But I would say
that we are feeling satisfied that
our position is being by and large
appreciated by most of the world.

SHRIMATI BIJOYA CHAK-
KRAVARTY : Sir, the observation
made by the Bush Administration
regarding the Kashmir issue has
not gone in favour of India. In
this connection, I want to know
whether the Government had prior
information about the visit of the
U.S. team or not. Secondly, I want
to know whether the Government
congsider it to be a fact-finding Mis-
sion or a goodwill Mission. And
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thirdly, T want to know what will
be the reaction of the Government
regarding the findings of Mr. Robert
Gates.

SHRI I. K. GUJRAL : Sir,
sending special envoys by Heads of
Government and Heads of State is
part of normal diplomatic activity
these days and between friendly
countries, this is always a welcome
gesture and therefore when this
delegation came, we welcomed them,
we met them at all levels and we
explained our position and heard
their point of view.

(b) The Concerned Governments
have been fully apprised of Pakistan’s
support and encouragement to ter-
rorism and subversion directed
against India. Broadly speaking, the
response has been positive and one
of understanding.

We shall continue to keep these
and other countries informed of the
factual position and our standpoint.
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SHRI I. K. GUJRAL : Sir,
the question pertains to the Pakistan
Pﬂme. Minister’s visit to several
countries, As my colleague was
saying, by and large, the views
that she met with were not in con-
formity with her desires. Some coun-
tnes, one or two, may have said
different things. But, by and large,
her position was not appreciated.
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SHRI I. K. GUJRAL : Pakistan
has been making efforts for some
time now that this should be in-
cluded in the agenda. Since the
Islamic Conference has been post-
poned, we have been trying to
explain to various participants in
the Conference that this is an fssue
which does not involve religion.
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SHRI I. K. GUJRAL: Sir,
T had just submitted that T am not
given to making tall claims. But 1
would derive satisfaction from the
fact that most of the Arab countries
have appreciated our point of view.
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"SHRT ¥ K"GUIRAL :" Sir,
the style of diplomacy of thig Govern-
ment is non-spectacular. We work
in depth and we work silently.
