Communal situation on Gujarat

SHRI ROOF VALIULLAH (Guja-
rat). Sir, the communal situation in
Gujarat is worsening day by gay. Sir,
I expected that the Hoine Minister
would come out with a statement in
this august House about what has
been happening in Gujarat over the
last few days where a number of
reople have been killed ang hundreds
of them seriously injured, I expected
that Mr. Home Ministey who Wwas
present in the House a few moments
ago would make a statement in this
House and tell us what is happening
in Gujarat,

SHRI JAGESH DESAI (Maharash-

tra). He must make a statement to-
day.
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SHRI RAOOF VALIULLAH: within
a span of 28 days of the formation of
the Janata Dal-BJP coalition
Ministry, Gujarat has witnessed as
many as 150 communal clashes which
have already claimed 63 lives and
left nearly 250 people injureq in the
State. Loss of property amounts to
lakhs of "rupees and the economy of
its major cities, namely Ahmedabad
and Baroda, has been completely
shattered.

During the Congress rule, the BJP.
and the Janata Dal leaders used to
level charges against the Congress for
inciting communal violence, But today
the tables have been turned inasmuch
as the Chief Minister of Gujarat has
categorically stateq that there are
political designs behind the recent
spurt of communal violence in the
State and he has named Vishwa Hindu
Parishag and the BJP for inciting
communal violence. The Chief Minis-
ter has said that it is unfortunate
that certain foreces which have endea-
voured to achieve political gaing at
the cost of innocent people and the
progress of the State, are behind the
sudden communal violence which has
erupted in the State. In the last five
days alone, the city of Ahmedabad
has been engulfed in the flames of
communal passions. widespread arson
and looting have taken place and, so
far, in Ahmedabad alone nearly 50
people have been killed, mostly by
stabbing. In other parts of Gujarat
like Patan, Bhalej, Anand, Bharuch
and Palanpur where large-scale vio-
lence broke out, they have already
been under indefinite curfew for the
last four days and the Army, which
has been called in, has gtaged 5 flag
march in Ahmedabad city yesterday...

SHRI JAGESH DESAI: In Baroda
also.

SHRI RAOOF VALIULLAH: ...and
in Baroda also,

Provisions of the Terrorist and Dis-
ruptive Activitiegs Pretention Act
(TADA), which the Janata Dal and
" BJP had described as dracomiamn, were
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invokeq in the affected areag and, so
far, nearly 60 people have heen de-
tained under TADA. It is surprising
that the BJP, which is an equal Part-
ner in the Ministry, is ominously
keeping quiet on these incidents, Sir,
the senior leaders of the BJP were
away in Calcutta.ang the people who
represent the BJP in the city are
issuing statements inciting communal
trouble. The Chief Minister has him-
self gone on record yesterday to say
that “The activists of the Vishwa
Hindu Parishad and the RSS and some
office bearers of the BJP are inciting
communa] frenzy.”

I want to make this
very clear that the BJP is probably
trying to prove that the Ministry
headed by Mr. Chimanbhaj Patel is
no longer controlling the law-and.
order sifuation, and they want to
dethrone all secular forces not ohly
in Gujarat but everywhere else in the
counfry also,

Sir, a theory has been propounded
by the BJP activists and ideologues
in Gujarat that some miscreants, somg
anti-national elements, some extrem-
ists have crossed the border and thaf
they are inflaming communa] violeWce.
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I would like to know from the Gov-
ernment whether it has any evidence,
whether it hag any information that
infiltrators have come to Gujarat,
Otherwise, these BJP and RSS cadres
are inflaming communal violence in
the State, and they are blaming anti-
national elements for that. I would
like to request the hon, Home Minister
to make a very categorical statement
on this.

The points that I would like to make
are very pertinent. The Chief Minis-
ter has announced an ex-gratia pay-
ment of Rs. 20,000 for the next of kin
of the riot-affected victims, Sir, as
per the new guidelines which were
to take effect from the 1st of April,
1990, the compensation has been raised
from Rs. 20,000 to Rs, 50,000 and also
the widows of the economically wea-
ker sections will be given a pension
of Rs. 500 per month with effect from
the 1st of April. I would like fo know
whether the revised guidelines have
been communicated to the State Gov-
ernment. Kindly ask the Chief
Minister of Gujarat to make a state-
ment that the riot-affected victims
and the widows will be compensated
duly.

Sir, the riot-affected people mainly
belong to the minhority community. I
would plead with the Government that
adequate steps should pe takep to
rehabilitate ‘the riot-affected victims
which are today numbering thousands
in Ahmedabad city alone, and I do hot
know what is happening in Baroda
today because it is also engulfed with
communal passions for the last three
days,

Sir, the army has been called in at
Ahmedabad ang Baroda, and the CRPF
jawans are patrolling the streets But
what is required ig to expose the deep-
rooted conspiracy of the commuhal
elements who are sharing power in
the State of Gujarat. They are the
people who are inciting the trouble,
they are thd people who are doing all
this. They must be exposed and that
comspiracy mus§ be exposed,
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Lastly, Sir, this is the last appeal
in this House by me, as I am retiring
today. Let all secular forces in the
country unite, let 2ll of us unite and
expose the mxsdecds of these corrupt
and of these communal people and
the deep-rooted conspiracy being
natched by communal elements,

SHR] CHIMANBHAI MEHTA; Sir,
I had been to Ahmedabad during the
last two days, I visited Muslim
localities, Hindu ]acalilies and mixed
areas also, I talked to different politi-
cal parties their leaders, journalists,
editors and others also, and 1  ex-
pressed my deep concern at the
sudden outburst of communal riots,
I do not feel that anyone should try
to exploit politically thig event at this
juncture. because this ig the time f{o
see how peace is to be restored, how
communal unity is to be_ restored.
Now the JD-BJP coalition Govern-
ment is there, The Chief Minister
is trying his best to cope with the
situation, He has not even hesi-
tated to eall the army. Curfew
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has been imposed, He has been
calling all the communities, social
organisationg and voluntary organisa-
tions, and trying his utmost. Ahmeda-
bad ig suffering from these com-
munal riots since the last gne decade.
In 1985 250 lives were lost, There
was curfew for 173 days. Property
worth. 2,500 crores of rupees through
berozgari—unemploymen$—and thro-
ugh closure of factories was destrayed.
This was the damage Gujarat suffer-
ed at that time, And, Sir, we know
that it is wrong to exploit these issues
one way or the other, Today, I
know that some communal forces are
operating, anti-social elements are op-
erating, and bootleggers are operat-
ing, Now, to quote only one party
and not another is also pot correct.
Some political forces are also saying
and newspapers are reporting that
defeated people are trying to  stort
communal riots. I do not believe
such things, It is wrong to attribute
motives iy anybody at this juncture
because it would mean that yoa are
not trying to restore peace, but you
only want to score g point over the
dead body of somebody else and this
zhould not be done. This is our feel-
ing and this is the feeling of the
Janaty Dal Government and  there-
fore, we want to maintain ag much
composure gs possible so that com-
munal amiiy &ngd communal unity are
restored as soon ag passible.

I join in the demand that many
ko-ourable Members have male in
the House that since this is a serious
issue, the Home Minister should
come out with a statement as soon
as possible so that we can  discuss
thig issue in a proper manner, in a
balancegd manner, without attributing
motiveg to this party or to that party
and that will be the proper thing to
